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‘IGNITE YOUTH EXPLOSION’
EVENT S CONTINUE!

…On April 10, 2011 another “Ignite Youth Explosion” event will take place at the Polk County High School gymnasium and auditorium in Columbus, NC at 6 p.m.  This will be a three county event.  Students  from six high schools and six middle schools  in the area will be involved in the meeting, and more than 2,500 people are expected to attend.  Also, plans are being made to return to the Asheville Civic Center for a one night event in the months ahead.
…In 2006, what began simply as a burden for the youth of Maggie Valley became a vision of an evangelistic meeting for the youth of Haywood County.  March 26-29, 2006 the vision became a reality as churches across Haywood County united for the “Ignite 2006 Youth Explosion”.  The venue for the event was the Stompin’ Ground Dance Hall in Maggie Valley, NC.

…Leading worship was Carl Cartee and his praise band from Nashville, Tennessee, “3D” (Dramatic Difference Drama) from Sevierville, Tennessee, and the “Leap of Faith” praise team from Haywood County.  Evangelist Clayton King from Boiling Springs, NC did the preaching.

…The response to the meeting was phenomenal each evening.  Attendance was estimated to be 1,500-1,800 each night and well over 2,000 present for the last service!  Over 300 Professions of Faith were recorded, and there were more than 550 total decisions made!

…A request came the last night of the meeting for us to have the meeting again but to move the location to the Asheville Civic Center.  After much prayer and consideration of God’s will, we felt we were not ready to take the event to Asheville.  We believed our Lord would have us take the meeting to the counties surrounding Asheville first.  There we could gather an army of youth and adults and get them praying and working for the meeting in Asheville.  Then, in God’s timing, we could go to the Civic Center.
…Since that initial meeting in March of 2006, other “Ignite” events have been held at Lake Junaluska, Western Carolina University, Maggie Valley, Cherokee, Andrews (2) Brevard, Mars Hill College(2), Spruce Pine (2) Asheville, and Marion.  April 30-May 2, 2010 the door opened widely for us to go to the Asheville Civic Center for a 3 day event.  Over 8,000 attended, and 672 total decisions were made for our Lord!  442 youth and adults made Professions of  Faith, and 68 announced their calling to ministry and missions!.

…Altogether we have had 15 “Ignite” events throughout Western North Carolina so far.  Over 2,500 Professions of Faith have been recorded, and more than 575 youth and adults have announced their calling to ministry and missions.  Over 3,800 total decisions have been recorded in these meetings, and for this we praise the Lord Jesus Christ!

…These “Ignite” events will continue to be held as long as invitations continue to come in from throughout North Carolina and the southeast.  The events are always interdenominational, and ADMISSION IS ALWAYS FREE FOR EVERYONE!!!
