CAMP  NEW  LIFE
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Melanie and I have been working hard receiving applications, wading through the scholarship process to meet the needs of children and the camp.  Camp begins Monday, June 209th with 73 enrollees and 8 full time staff, and 1 part time staff.  We are still in need of another certified lifeguard if you know of one looking for part-time work.
Scholarships awarded based on need:  41 campers have received partial scholarships through reduced tuition…more than half the campers are receiving scholarship funds.  Our scholarship commitment to these 41 kids equals a total of $9,450.00 for the summer.  We have received around $4,000.00 in scholarship funds.  We are anticipating more, but if you can cultivate any amount it would be helpful.  A summer scholarshi8p for 1 child equals $560.00 a week.  Total weekly payroll should be $2,900 and $3,100 weekly.  Our one additional 3- hour employee is concentrating on crafts (2 days a week) and Christian Character Education (3 days a week).

We are still in need of refreshments for afternoons…only Bethel, Mt. Zion and Allen’s  Creek has responded  to this need.  Call Melanie at 734-0269 and she can schedule you volunteer youth or adult group to come  and assist  for a day or week.  She can also schedule refreshment week for any church.  Lastly, pray daily for all the staff and campers.  Come and visit the camp at any time this summer.
