Secondly, we are just days away from participating in “Mission Trip: Haywood County.” This is our local mission project, and we have adopted a house in Waynesville that belongs to 3 elderly sisters that is in desperate need of repair.  We will be working on Saturday, May 7 and 14, re-roofing and working on plumbing and siding issues.  WE NEED YOUR HELP, especially if you know about roofing.  The house is located behind Duval’s Restaurant, next to the dentist office of Dr. Emily Hall.
