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Greetings from your Director of Missions:

Fall is almost upon us and that means a variety of things to do within our Association. First on our agenda is getting our ACP reports picked up, filled out, and sent back to us. Our office set a deadline of August 17th for the ACPs to be turned back in. Since a number of churches are on a different fiscal year than their Association is, this deadline created conflict.

Under our By-Laws, Article IX, number 3. Clerk, it states – “The clerk shall send Annual Report forms to the member churches at least a month before the Association’s Annual Meeting, distribute at the Annual Meeting copies of the Digest of these reports, make an accurate record of the proceedings of the Association, and also serve as secretary of the Executive Committee.” The term used here, “Annual Report forms,” refers to your ACPs. We are attempting to bring all of us back to following our Association approved guideline for this process.


Why is such an early return date so important? Because your Office Administrator has deadlines to meet with those reports. First, we send these forms to you to be filled out. Second, you return them to us by your deadline. Third, your Office Administrator has deadlines imposed upon her as well, both from the State Convention and within our own office in order to prepare the Annual Book of Reports for your church. Please keep in mind that sixty-one churches have to be processed by 

your Office Administrator, and one month is not sufficient time for her to do this. “Why not?,” you ask. Because on September 19, at 8:00 A.M., the Baptist State Convention will pull all these from our files via the Internet.

As I write this, we have ten days to the State Convention’s deadline for us. The longer your church takes to send in her ACP, the greater our risk becomes that your Annual Reports will be incomplete with your Association and the State Convention. As of September 1, twenty-five churches had returned their ACPs.
